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FEARFUL SCENE ON BOARD A SAIP
AT MADRAS.

Captain Breary, of the ship York, in & letfer
dated Madran, September 6, furnishes the fol-
lowing report :—* We had & foarful tragedy in the
Roads on Sunday lnst. About 0,30 A.an I was in
my cabin, and heard shouts and screams of alarm
from sore ship, I ruehed on deck, aud on looking

at the country sbip Harviet, from whence the cries
of murder arose, L saw the crew over the side,
gome on the back ropes and martingale, some oh
the foreyard, She was lying betweon us and the
Barbam, I sang out to man the boats and put up
cutlasses, The gig and jollyboat were lowered, Mr.
Bate and his crew getting into the beat, I into the
gig; but before he was balt-way up the Harriet's
yeway-ladder, he snd Kinsman were met by a
Rinlav. with a knife in each hand, Kinsmag, I am
somy to say, received two ngly cuts on his right
arm, above and bulow the elbow, Mrc, Bates saved
bimself from the tbrusts by letting go aund falling
overboard, and as I got alongside I picked him wup,
a conld not swim, Four men from the Harriet—
a Malay, the nteward, cook, onrpenter and parf
owner—all let go their hold aud swam off tolthe gig,
which was in danger of being swamped. Thg Malay |
—an ugly-looking fellow with a knife—was made to
swim off to & log; but the others we tuok in,
and then put them into the jollyboat. I then.
observed upon the house amidships Captain Way,
of the Barham, sn officer, and_aunother man, who
‘had got on board by the othersideof the ship.  The
Malay went from the gengway towards them with
a knife in each haud, but they succeeded in securing -
ghe fellow—mnot, however, before Captain Way wag
gtabbed In the thigh, though not serionsly, I gob
on board by the furerigglug, with my cutlas in
hand, but tuo late, for they had by this time got
bim recured, He closed with Capt. Way and his
officer, when I bulive the boatawain atruck him
down with & billet of wood, As we did not know
bow many more there might be like him, we had to
bo careful in our movements about the d-cke, Close
to tho cabin companion the poor captain lay dead,
with his bowels protruding, Xt appears, so far as the
evidence has gone, that 6apt. Goularle, & native of
the Island of Flores, wanted an auchor run ont, but
_this man refusing, the ‘captain gave him a push,
when be drew his knife, stabbed the captain, aimed
the nest blow at the mate, Wwho, by a sudden move.
ment of bis body, received the blow on his arm in.
stead of his heart. The captain cried out, ¢ Hail
the York ;' jump aloft, or you will e gerved the same
way. The mate sang out, and then went to the fore
gard, The fellow followed him, but seeing our boats
be came down to recsive ns. T'he mate sang out he
was lying in wait for us, but no one heard him, The
mate then came down the forebraces and fell into the
water for the Barham’s boat to take him up, and heis
now in the hospital with Kineman, Thgffg alay was
geen to out the throat of the tindal and throw him
overboard, and he nearly killed the serang, who has
six fesxful wounds. The case isatill going on at the
police court, and the next mail yon will have forther
particnlars, Kineman will be disabled for a long
time, Mr, Bate i« still very weais, and his eyesight
not quite recovered.” The London Shipping and
Mercantile Gazelte adds :—** The midshipman, Me,
Kiosman, referred to in the foregoing, is a native of
Manchester, and son of the late Mr, J, K. B, P,
Kinsman, of the Branch Bank of Eogland,”
