however,a 7 toredown thie proclamation p osted
at Passvi Sala, where the Resident was,and on being
struck by the interpreter of the Residency, af ouce
stabbed that officer, An affray followed, in which
Mr. Birch, who was in his bath, was murdered.
The forca sent to punish the perpetrators of this
outrage consisted of Captain Innes, B. E.; Lieuten-

anta Booth snd Elliot, with sixty men of ths 10thy
Lieutensut Abbots, B.N; sixty Sikbs, and {ifty
pelive and Malays, with rookets, They arrived ab
the Residency on the 544, and on the Gth merched
througl the jungle against the Mahafzjah Lels, 1n
whose village the murder was commitfed, and
who  #dy  found  occupyivg @ stockade.
After an hour and # hait’s fighting  the
European troops charged the stochads Jn this
charge Captain Innes was killed, and Licutendity
Booth and Elliott were wounded, and it was con-
gidered nreessary t{; order a retreat, which was
effccted in an orderly manner, bub not before the
coomy had abandoned the stogkede, The Governor
telegraphs that the principal chisfs of Perak remain
unshaken in their loyalty, and assist with men and
hoats, e reports that the disturbnoces are still
contined to a limited area, and_ that the Residency
on Perak River is'seourcly held, He has at lus
disposal hetween 700 and 90 Furopean troops, be-
sides 80 artillery, and two men-of-wat arc on the
station, Others are expected, and, in addition,
General Colborne sailed with 300 men of the 80th
Regiment on the t1th for Singapore.

Paxaxe, Fripav.—The Kesidency at Perak is
now garrisoned by 807 British troops, supported by
the gun-vessels Thistlaand Fly.

Saltan Abdallah is frizndly to the British,
